Graphical Abstract
Authors must supply a graphical abstract (which will be published in the Journal’s Table of Contents) for all types of manuscripts at the time the paper is submitted. 
A Graphical Abstract should allow readers to quickly gain an understanding of the main take-home message of the paper and is intended to encourage browsing, promote interdisciplinary scholarship, and help readers identify more quickly which papers are most relevant to their research interests. The Graphical Abstract should summarize the contents of the paper in a concise, pictorial form designed to capture the attention of a wide readership. 

The graphical abstract consists of a brief introduction (limited to 50 words in length) and a figure highlighting clearly the key findings described in the paper and specially prepared for Table of Contents. A key, summarising figure or scheme taken from the original paper can also be submitted as a graphical abstract.

The figure could be in the form of a structure, reaction/mechanism scheme, graphical data, formulation process, photograph etc., but tables or spectra are not recommended. The content of the graphical abstract should be kept within an area of 5 cm by 17 cm, and figure should have a minimum resolution of 300 dpi and line art should be between 1000 dpi and 1200 dpi. Color and beautiful figure is encouraged.      

The Graphical Abstract should be included in the second page of the uploaded Word file following the Cover Letter. The authors are asked to supply the materials in the following format:
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
