1. The overall formats of manuscript

The paper should be written in A4 page with line space of 1.5 times, page margin of 2.54 cm, font of “Times New Roman”, and font size of “12 pt”. 

The line numbers should be added to an entire document. On the File menu, click Page Setup, and then click the Layout tab. In the Apply to box, click Whole document. Click Line Numbers. Select the Add line numbering check box, and then select the options as the following figure.
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The paper should be numbered in the following format “1. ××； 2. ××；2.1. ××； 2.1.1. ××……….”. For the identification of pharmaceutical substances, the International Nonproprietary Names (INN) proposed and recommended by the WHO should be used. The use of the International System of Units (SI) is recommended: m (meter), g (gram), kg (kilogram), μg (microgram), s (second), min (minute), h (hour), d (day), y (year), l (litre), μl (microlitre), ng/ml(ng•ml-1) and r/min (rpm). Full name should be given when an abbreviation appeared in the paper for the first time.

2. Paper structure
The following sections are required and should be arranged in the following order: Cover Letter, Graphical Abstract, Manuscript [Title page, Abstract, Keywords, 1. Introduction, 2. Materials and methods, 3. Results and discussion, 4. Conclusion, (Acknowledgements), References，Figure and Table legends, Figures, Tables].

[Title page]  Type the title in capitalization for the first letter, name of all authors (first name + surname), with an asterisk indicating the corresponding author. If the affiliations of the other authors are different from the first author, designate affiliations of other authors using a superscript (a,b,c) to note which author goes with which affiliation. Affiliations of all authors are required.

[Abstract]  Write the abstract in concise style.
[Keywords] With the first letter of each keyword capitalized, separated with “;”.

[Tables]
Avoid using vertical lines. The font should be “Times New Roman” and size of “9 pt”. In tables, the units are noted in brackets following the parameter. 

[Figures]
Figures (photographs, drawing, diagrams and charts) should be clear. The width of the figure should be about 8 cm or 16 cm (but not more than 16 cm). In figures, the font of words and numbers should be “Times New Roman” with font size of “9 pt”, including the X-axis and Y-axis label.
